Luminosity class – Bill Kerr 
I'll be giving a lecture followed by discussion then explorations of 
the concept. Students will then be given the pattern and will work 
on their own version of our "Glow" quilt (see images below.) It is 
a 38'' x 43'' wallhanging. If they want to use their own fabrics, 
they'll need 1 1/2 yards of a dark field fabric and a large 
assortment of 1 1/2'' squares (they'll need a total of 220 -- 
usually it is best to have at least 3 dozen fabrics.)  
 
We will make kits of the two colorways of the quilt. The $40 kits 
are a bit different than most in that each student will receive the base field fabric 
then we'll have a table with a huge assortment fabrics from which they'll cut the 
small squares for the luminous bars. This way everyone's quilts will be slightly 
different. I will also be explaining how to customize the quilt in other ways. When 
you publicize the class in your newsletter, could you please ask people to commit to 
which kit, if any, they would like to buy and please let us know by January 31st so 
we can have kits prepared? I've also posted these images on our workshop page so 
they can see them:
