Painted Orchid 101
Explore the creative possibilities of using fabric markers and paints to give your quilt that “artistic” touch.  In this workshop you will create a “work of art” that will show its individual natural beauty through your use of painting and fabric marker details.  We will complete a  9” x 12” art quilt that will have family and friends talking.
You will construct your orchid, paint and quilt it then mount it on a unique backing of your choice.  A final batting and back with a bit of detail quilting will bring out the finishing dimensions of your original piece.

· Pre-mixed and thickened fabric paints.  We will be using Pebeo Transparent Setacolor fabric paint with Pebeo Thickener.

· 2 synthetic brushes.

· Master drawing of orchid/leaf design elements to aid in creating plastic templates.

· Master drawing of finished design to aid in placement of fused orchid/leaf fabric elements onto their background.

· Sheet of template plastic for making pattern templates.

· Action sheet showing the steps to creating your piece 
SUPPLY LIST:
· Fabrics – Minimum ¼ yard cuts of a variety of fabric color choices.  For orchids, choose medium to light hues.  Painterly tone on tone Batiks work well for this technique as they take the paint best.  Whites, pinks and violets are good choices.  Yellows, oranges and blues can also work (keep them light).  Greens for the leaves and stems.  We will be fusing the orchid, stem and leaf elements to its background.  The background should compliment your orchid and allow it to stand out.  The final background, the quilted orchid will be mounted to, can be any type of fabric.  You can use prints, stripes or patterned batiks,  Make it “showy”!

· Top Threads – Color assortment for satin stitching floral/ leaf edges and quilting.

· Iron-on Stabilizer – ½  yd. cut. (medium weight, not heavy)

· Batting – minimum ½ yd. cut – Keep it low loft. Hobbs/Fairfield 80/20 or Warm & Natural will do fine.

· Fabric Markers – Black, Brown, Purple.  I have found Pebeo-Setascrib or Sakura-IDentipen and Pigma Microns to be best.  Available through Michaels, Dick Blick, ProChemical or most art supply stores.  I will have a selection of pens on hand to share.

· Fusible Web – ½ yd. cut – I prefer Wonder Under – regular weight.

· Bobbin Threads – Neutral or match top threads.

· Colored Pencils – Assorted colors – I will have some on hand to share.

· Marking Pencil – Chalk or your favorite – I like dressmaker pencils or mechanical pencils.

· Rotary Cutter/Mat/Scissors for cutting template plastic.

· Iron, Ironing Mat and Pressing Cloth – For pressing wet painted fabric to quick dry).  There will be irons and boards on hand to share.   If the room can handle it you may want your own personal iron.
· General Sewing Supplies (include straight and safety pins).

· Quilting Gloves
· SEWING MACHINE in good working order.  We will be satin stitching and free-motion quilting.

INSTRUCTOR WILL PROVIDE
· Plastic cups for paints.

· Small supply of fusible web, pre-cut orchid/leaf templates and fabrics.

· Assortment of colored pencils and fabric pens.

· Paper towels

· Extra paint supplies, if needed.
